Students who are not picked up before 3:30 (Monday-Thursday) or 1:30 (Friday)
will be placed in aftercare at the expense of the parent/Guardian ($10/day).  

Aftercare ends at 5:00 M-th & 3:00 Fri.; In addition to the $10, Late
Parents/Guardians will be charged $1 for each additional minute 

past the end of aftercare.
